Patient Safety First at IHI

On December 6, 2011, NHF Program Director Mia Arias presented a poster on Patient 

Safety First...a California Partnership for Health at the Institute for Healthcare 

Improvement's 23rd Annual National Forum. With nearly 6,000 healthcare leaders in 

attendance, the Forum is a premier event showcasing some of the most innovative 

contributions to improving patient safety. As the evaluator and project manager for Patient 

Safety First, NHF plays a critical role in the design and delivery of this initiative. Patient 

Safety First is the largest patient safety initiative in the nation, with 160 hospitals 

participating from across the state. First year results have demonstrated significant 

declines in rates of hospital acquired infections and sepsis at participating hospitals as well 

as cost savings totaling over $11 million.  
  
NHF will continue working with its partners Anthem Blue Cross and California's Regional 

Hospital Associations in 2012 to to make strides in improving patient safety. 
  
  

The National Health Foundation's mission is to improve the health of the underserved 

by creating systemic solutions to gaps in healthcare access and delivery systems. To 

do this, NHF strives to address those issues that are most important in our community, 

such as: chronic disease prevention and management, uninsured families, and gaps in 

the healthcare delivery system.
